NOTE!!   It is not necessary = do not have to = do not need to

26 John  MIGHT/MAY/COULD  HAVE BEEN WAITING  for us at the 
airport.

Might/May/Could have been +  verb in gerund.

27 There USED TO BE three cinemas in my town, but now there is only 
one.

28 I WISH I COULD SPEAK German.

Wish + verb in past.  I wish I had more money.

29 LEARNING ENGLISH IS EASY  if you live in the U.S.A.

IT IS + ADJECTIVE + TO + VERB       IT IS EASY + TO + LEARN

A verb at the beginning of a sentence is really a NOUN!!
